As you may be aware, the Planning Commission has been working on updating 
the current Zoning Ordinance and Zoning Map in light of the updated Compre-
hensive Land Use Plan adopted in 2020. The Planning Commission met from 
January through June 2021 to consider changes to the Ordinance and Map.  
 

The purpose of the Open House is to share information regarding the Draft 
Zoning Ordinance and Draft Zoning Map, to answer questions regarding the 
Drafts, and take comments regarding the Drafts. The Planning Commission will 
take written comments on the Draft from October 19 through November 5, 
2021. These written comments will be used to inform the Proposed Zoning Or-
dinance and Zoning Map that will be used for the Public Hearing.  
 

The Draft Zoning Ordinance and Draft Zoning Map will be available on the 
website (www.duluthtownship.org) on October 19 and a paper copy will be 
available for reading at the Town Hall. 
 

There are a number of ways that you can comment on the Draft Zoning Ordi-
nance and Map. Send your written comments via e-mail to town-
clerk@lakenet.com  with ñNew Zoning Ordinanceò in the subject line, via U.S.  
mail to the Duluth Town Hall, 6092 Homestead Rd, Duluth, MN 55804, or drop 
them off at the Town Hall.  Please include your name and address on your writ-
ten comments.

We are now in the fourth year of our driveway fire sign 
project supplying residents with new reflective double-
sided signs. Our initial survey found 795 addresses that 
needed an updated sign or had no sign at all. To the 
260 of you who have installed the new signs, we thank 
you. 535 signs remain unclaimed. 

The new signs are far more visible and easier to read 
than the old obsolete signs. The new signs have the 
number on both sides and are mounted such that they 
can be seen when coming from either direction and 
from farther away. 

 These signs are critical when emergency           
personnel are trying to find your home.  

 All we ask is for you to pick up your new sign from the 
Town Hall during regular office hours and install it at 
the end of your driveway. The sign, post and hardware 
are all free. In anticipation of continued apathy towards 
completing the installation of the remaining signs, we 
have added a line item of $12,000 to the Clifton Fire 
Department budget for 2022. That is the estimated cost 
of hiring a contractor to install the remaining signs.   

This expense can be averted simply by you and your 
neighbors doing this for yourselves.  So please, install 
your new sign!

Police Events:  

For the months of June and July, there were 174 rec-
orded police events. The following is a complete list of 
Initial Complaint Reports and officer-related activity 

within Duluth Township. Most were direct service to res-
idents. There were 52 requests for checks on homes or 
businesses, 12 attempts to locate careless drivers, 11 
medical emergencies, 8 property damage accidents, 8 
suspicious activity, 8 suspicious vehicle complaints, 7 
disturbance complaints, 6 civil processes, and 6 extra 
patrol requests. There were 5 animal complaints, 5 fire 
alarms, 4 public assists, 4 health and welfare checks, 4 
traffic related warnings/citations, 3 assist to other agen-
cies, 3 check hazards, 3 fraud complaints, and 3 threat 
complaints. There was 2 each of the following: burglar 
alarms, burglary-residential, domestic assault arrests, 
neighborhood trouble, motorist assist, and domestic- 
disputes-nonarrest. There was also 1 of each of the fol-
lowing complaints: garbage dumping, child neglect, un-
known trouble, theft, suicide threat, criminal sexual con-
duct, trespassing complaint, violation of an OFP  and a 
harassment complaint.

Regular Town Board meetings are held on the second  
Thursday at 6:30 p.m. in the Town Hall 

Penny Morton, Michael Kahl, Rolf Carlson, John Schifsky, Tim Strom 

June 10 Regular Meeting. In attendance: Supervisors Michael Kahl, 

Tim Strom, Rolf Carlson (Chair), John Schifsky, and Penelope Mor-

ton; Town Clerk Ann Cox; Deputy Clerk Nicole Chatterson; and 

Treasurer Mel Peulen. Reports: Treasurer: Beginning balance 

$474,213.15, deposits of $830.12, expenses of $33,426.92, ending 

balance of $441,616.35. Penny made a motion to remove all 2019 

outstanding checks from the books, Michael seconded. Motion 

passed unanimously. Penny made a motion to close the petty cash 

account at Wells Fargo, John seconded it. Motion passed unanimous-

ly. Public Comment: Co-op Light and Power Right of Way (ROW) 

Clearing: Pat Schmeider was invited to the Town Board meeting for a 

discussion on ROW clearing and herbicide spraying done in 2020 to 

be continued into 2021. Pat would like to know what the Board mem-

bers are hearing about the ROW clearing. Handouts will be available 

at the Town Hall and on our website: www.duluthtownship.org. A peti-

tion is being generated by Mary Hennessy, you may contact her at 

mushmoe@gmail.com. It was most concerning to find out that CLP 

does not have a contract with the ROW contactors and no inspectors 

to follow up on work being done. Police: Property complaint: Ryan 

Road and Stoney Point. Blue Bird Landing:  Someone backed a trail-

er to the lake and dumped a trailer full of brush slashing. Roads: Or-

der for Chloride is at Edwards, just waiting for the chloride to come in. 

Emergency Operations: Tim made a motion to go back to our pre-

covid conditions, Penny seconded. Discussion: People who have not 

been vaccinated should consider wearing a mask as recommended 

by both the State and CDC. Motion passed unanimously. Old Busi-

ness: Blue Bird Landing Rocks: DNR does not have rocks but sug-

gested we could get rocks though Joe Mecklin. We will purchase 6. 

Penny made the motion to purchase rocks not to exceed $700, John 

seconded. Discussion: Tim will put flags in place. The motion passed 

4 ayes with Tim abstaining.  

July 8 Regular Meeting: In attendance: Supervisors Penelope Mor-

ton,  Rolf Carlson (Chair), Tim Strom, and John Schifsky; Town Clerk 

Ann Cox; Deputy Clerk Nicole Chatterson; and Treasurer Mel Peulen. 

Supervisor Michael Kahl was absent. Reports: Treasurer: Beginning 

balance $441,616.35, deposits of $16,605.86, expenses of 

$36,213.41, ending balance of $422,008.80. Police: New Vehicle 

resolution 070821 Rolf read the resolution in its entirety; following a 

discussion about the lease-to-own purchase Penny made a motion to 

approve the resolution, Tim seconded. The motion passed unani-

mously, and the resolution was signed. FYI the County has changed 

the stop sign on the lower Mcquade. Town Hall: Tim would like to 

make a motion that the Clerk and Deputy Clerk are authorized to 

spend up to $1500 to replace the faucet in the womenôs bathroom, 

Penny seconded. Motion Passed. Old Business: Annual Meeting is 

coming up August 10, the proposed budget is fine no changes.  

June 24 Planning Commission Meeting.  Commission members 

present: Liz Strohmayer, Dave Edblom, Angela Wilson, Pam West, 

Blane Tetreault, and Justin Osadjan.   
 

A public hearing for variances for an addition to a home on Greenwood 

Road was held. Variances were needed from the side yard setback, the 

lot width, and the lot size. The addition will add a bedroom and living 

space to the existing home. The total area of the home will be 1150 sq 

ft with the addition. The variances were approved as presented.  
 

A public hearing for a high-frequency short-term rental at 5668 North 

Shore Drive was held. The applicant planned to use a portion of his 

home for the rental and anticipated being present for all rentals. The 

rental would be a separate living space with a separate entrance from 

the primary residence. The applicant presented detailed plans for the 

rental, including rules and plans for oversight. There was no public 

testimony, for or against. The Commission voted unanimously to grant 

an interim use for the rental for a period of 18 months, commencing on 

July 1.  
 

The Commission continued the discussion of adding glamping as a use 

to the draft Ordinance. The Commission felt that glamping sites most 

closely resembled short-term rentals and should require an interim use 

permit. The name was changed to ñisolated camping site.ò The mini-

mum area for a site was set at 20 acres with multiple sites allowed on 

larger parcels, as long as there are 20 acres per site. The maximum 

stay was set to 4 days, and all setback distances except for the road 

setback were doubled. The definition agreed to was ñA temporary, 

short-term rental use occurring in a temporary living space made of 

canvas or similar material which may or may not be on temporary plat-

forms that offers outdoor camping experiences with amenities such as 

beds, cots, and heat. Plumbing is not permitted. No isolated camping 

site shall be located, placed, used, or occupied for residential purpos-

es.ò 
 

July 22 Planning Commission Meeting.  Commission members pre-

sent: Angela Wilson, Pam West, Blane Tetreault, and Justin Osadjan.  

 

A public hearing for a conditional use for a short-term rental at 5420 

McQuade Road was held. The owners of the home teach overseas and 

bought the property so that they would have a home during the school 

year breaks over the summer and at Christmas. They are currently 

living in the home and plan to return to live in it full-time when their chil-

dren reach school age. One person spoke against the proposed rental, 

citing an increase of strangers in the neighborhood and possible tres-

pass on othersô property. The vote on a motion to deny the rental re-

sulted in a tie. The vote on a second motion to approve the proposed 

rental for a period of six months also resulted in a tie. The discussion 

was tabled until the August 26 meeting.

Whatõs in the Kitchen 
 

Nicole Chatterson, Deputy Clerk 
 

The Minnesota Pollution 

Control Agencyôs August 4 

issue of ñStormwater Newsò 

spoke to an arising contam-

inant of concern ð micro-

plastics!  Microplastics in 

the environment (small 

plastic particles less than 5 

mm in size) originate from 

microbeads used in personal products, fibers from 

clothing made with synthetic fabrics, and degradation of 

plastic waste such as food packaging, bags, bottles, 

etc. Microplastics circulate through the environment in 

both air and water. When ingested, they are known to 

have potentially harmful effects on aquatic organisms 

and other wildlife. Fish can accumulate microplastics, 

and humans who eat these fish are also subject to po-

tentially harmful effects. 

 

We can all help by keeping plastics out of our ditches 

and streams. We can reduce our use of plastics and 

recycle the plastic we do use. The Townôs Recycling 

Center accepts most plastic bottles, containers, and 

bags!  And, we can take a little time to pick up litter 

from our roadsides and ditches.  

 

Together we can all make a difference.  
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Buffalo chicken dip is a go to dip at my family gatheringôs. If I donôt 

make it, one of my cousins will. It is a quick and easy dip, and most 

of the time, I have all of the ingredients on hand. This is a nice reci-

pe to pull out of your arsenal for a potluck or to have around for 

game day. It stays nice in a slow cooker for hours once you mix it all 

together.

2 (10 ounce) cans chunk chicken drained 

2 (8 ounce) packages cream cheese, cubed 

1 cup ranch or blue cheese dressing 

Ĳ cup Franks Red Hot  

1 İ cup shredded cheese (cheddar or Colby jack) 

1 İ cup blue cheese crumbles, optional (but highly recom-

mended!)  
 

Heat chicken and hot sauce in skillet over medium heat, until 

heated through. Stir in cream cheese and ranch dressing. Cook, 

stirring until well blended and warm. Mix in half of the shredded 

and blue cheese, and transfer to a slow cooker. Sprinkle the 

remaining cheese over the top, cover, and cook on the ñLowò 

setting until hot and bubbly. Serve with celery, crackers, and 

chips.
