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Town Board Meeting June 13, 2019

· Green Space Project:  Laura Stone discussed public ownership of property along the Knife River, this discussion will continue at the July 11th Town Board meeting.  A suggestion was made to check into a “rite of passage” or a “corridor” instead of purchasing a large amount of property.

Board meetings are meant to be work time for the Town Board, if someone would like to speak they should be added to the agenda and any documents they wish to share sent to the clerk prior to the meeting.
